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SPECIAL NOTICE TO NAVIGATION INTERESTS

LOCK AND DAM NOS. 24 & 25
Lock and Dam No. 25, Upper Mississippi River Mile 241.4
1.  All navigation interests are advised that the St. Louis District, in taking advantage of winter closures at Locks 19 and 27, will be intermittently closing Lock 25 for repairs to the downstream protection cell which has been damaged through normal wear and tear. It is anticipated that these repairs will be completed by 1 March 2006.
2.  Government hired labor forces will be working during daylight hours Monday thru Friday. When work is in progress the lower approach to the chamber will be restricted due to the presence of Government floating plant.        

3.  When repair work is in progress the lock will be closed.  However, the Lockmaster has the discretion to lock single wide tows not to exceed 52’ and recreational craft upon his determination that the lockage can be made safely without impacting work on the protection cell.  
4.  At the end of the day, Government plant will be moved out of the lower approach to permit usage of the entire lock chamber during evenings, nights and weekends.  All traffic will lock so as not to impact the downstream protection cell which will be vulnerable to damage and capable of damaging tows.
5.  All navigation interest should be alert for, and abide by, any special instructions that may be issued by the Lockmaster in conjunction with these closures.

Lock and Dam No. 24, Upper Mississippi River Mile 273.4

1.  All navigation interest are advised that the St. Louis District, again taking advantage of winter closures at Locks 19 and 27, will be performing repairs to the upstream guidewall bullnose which was damaged in a marine accident.
2.  This work will be performed during the period of 1 Feb 2006 thru 15 March 2006.  Tows will be affected in that the bullnose and 40 feet of the upper guide wall cannot be landed on during this period, due to the concrete repairs.  The check post on the extreme northern end of the guide wall will be removed then reinstalled as part of the concrete repair therefore removing the ability to tie-off the head of a northbound cut at this last upstream fitting.
3.  Contractor will be working over the side of the guidewall between tows but no floating plant will be utilized.

4.  All navigation interest should be alert for, and abide by, any special instructions that may be issued by the Lockmaster in conjunction with these repairs.
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
