Locks No. 27, Upper Mississippi River Mile 185.1
1.  All navigation interests are advised that the St. Louis District is closing the Auxiliary Lock Chamber at Locks 27, due to structural problems discovered during inspection of the culvert valves.     

2.  The auxiliary lock chamber is currently closed and will reopen at 1800 hours on 7 April 2006.  During the times that the auxiliary lock chamber is closed, the main lock chamber will remain open.  

3.  During inspection of the culvert valves and machinery on the auxiliary lock chamber, excessive wear was discovered.  Determination was made the repairs should be immediately made to preclude the possibility of a major culvert valve failure.  Therefore, the auxiliary lock chamber will be closed to navigation until repairs to the connection between operating machinery and valve body as well as repairs to valve trunnions can be completed. 
4.  All navigation interest should be alert for, and abide by, any special instructions that may be issued by the Lockmaster in conjunction with these closures.
