
 

Available Hunting Dates, Stand Notes, and Blind Map 

 

During the 2014 – 2015 deer season, any hunters possessing a P2A card is eligible to hunt one of 
four blinds in the Whitley Creek Access Area located in Moultrie County, IL.  In past years 
hunters have only been able to hunt the Access Area four days a week.  Beginning this season, 
eligible hunters will be able to hunt any days not listed as closed in the table below.   

Registration process consists of the interested hunter submitting their state issued P2A card to 
US Army Corps of Engineers personnel.  From there the hunter will be able to call (217) 774 – 
3951 extension 7049 from 7:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday – Friday to reserve a blind for up to 2 
days.  Before a hunter can make another reservation, those dates must have passed.

2nd Shotgun and Muzzleloader – Hunters MUST possess a Lake Shelbyville Project Moultrie 
County shotgun or muzzleloader tag to hunt these dates.   

 

Stand Notes – All blinds are completely enclosed with sliding windows and are watertight.  Two 
different Eagle Scout projects provided these blinds.

Ideal Wind Direction Comments 

1 Any South Wind Overlooks clover foodplot. 
2 Any West Wind Trails to west of blind. 
3 Any North Wind Overlooks foodplot. 
4 Any South or East Wind Overlooks field (planned foodplot). 
 

Archery Blinds – Maximum of 4 archery hunters at one time.  Each hunter may pick 1 of the 4 
blinds. 

Shotgun/Muzzleloader Blinds – Maximum of 2 gun hunters for each gun date available.  Each 
hunter may pick 1 of 3 blinds, however, only blind 1 OR 3 may be hunted for safety reasons.  
Available blinds will be blinds 1, 2 or 3.  Blind 4 will NOT be gun hunted.
