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2007 Annual Passes Available at National Great Rivers Museum
ALTON, IL –The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) 2007 annual day use passes are now available at the National Great Rivers Museum.  The annual pass cost $30.  The purchaser will not have to pay fees charged for boat ramps and swim beaches at USACE projects if a pass is purchased.  USACE projects charge a fee of $1 per person, up to $4 per vehicle fee for daily use of swimming beaches, and the $3 fee for daily use of boat launching.   For frequent visitors, purchasing the yearly permit elimates paying a daily fee for each use.  

The Rivers Project does not charge fees for the use of its facilities, but sell permits to make it easier to visit other Corps projects nationwide.  The permits do not cover camping fees or fees for special facilities such as group picnic shelters.  Annual passes are valid for twelve months from the date of sale, so permits sold in March 2007 will be valid until March 2008.  Visitors need to hang their permits from the vehicle’s rear view mirror so that the decals on it will display the issue date of the pass.  Open vehicles, such as motorcycles or jeeps, should display the decal directly to the exterior rear view mirror or some other readily apparent location on the vehicle.  The pass can be moved from a primary vehicle to a secondary vehicle.   This eliminates the need to purchase a duplicate pass.   A 50% discount will apply to the pass if the purchaser has a Golden Age, Golden Access passport or one of the new America the Beautiful Senior and Access Passes.    
You may purchase annual day use passes at the National Great Rivers Museum.   The National Great Rivers Museum is located at the foot of the Melvin Price Locks and Dam on the Illinois side of the Mississippi River.  From the Clark Bridge, go 2 miles East on Illinois Route 143 to Locks and Dam Way, and turn right.   If you need further information, please call the National Great Rivers Museum at 618-462-6979. 
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
