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Glided scenic Segway™ tours depart from National Great Rivers Museum
Alton, IL – The Meeting of the Rivers Foundation in partnership with the St. Louis Science Center (SLSC) is pleased to bring you Segway™ School at the National great Rivers Museum.  Beginning August 14, every other Tuesday and Wednesday night, SLSC will be on hand with their Segway Human Transporters.  
Tuesday evenings will feature two programs. At 5:30 PM, riders can learn the basics at Segway 101.  At 7:30 PM, riders can expand their knowledge and go for a short ride on the bike trail at Segway 201.  

On Wednesdays at 5:30 PM, Segway Glided Tours will depart from the National Great Rivers Museum, travel the Confluence Bike Trail atop the levee, meander through downtown Alton and provide narration about the area’s cultural, historic, and natural resources.
What is a Segway you ask? A Segway is a self-balancing, personal transportation device designed to go anywhere people do.  Easy to use and operate, the two-wheeled Segway is controlled by high-tech gyroscopes that automatically respond to your body’s movements, sensing when it should speed up and slow down.  You will stand on a small platform between left and right wheels as you hold onto handlebars at a comfortable waist height.  The Segway handles the balancing for you, so that you are always upright as you glide through any environment.

To make a reservation for a Segway program, contact the Alton Regional Convention and Visitors Bureau at 1-800-ALTON-IL (800-258-6645).   All Segway programs require a 

minimum of 4 participants.  Segway 101 is limited to 8 participants, while Segway 201 and Glided Tours can accommodate 10 participants.   The minimum age for riders in Segway 101 and 201 is 12 years of age.  The minimum age for riders on Glided Tours is 16 years of age.  All programs have a 3 day advance cancellation policy and will occur rain or shine.  The prices for the programs are as follows: Segway 101-$40, Segway 201-$40, Glided Tour-$70.

To participate, riders should have the ability to climb and descend stairs without assistance, have full use of both hands and be free of back, knee, and hip problems.  Segway programs may be inappropriate for customers that are unable to stand unassisted for up to 3 hours or who cannot step up or down unassisted.  Segway programs are not recommended for pregnant women.  
The National Great Rivers Museum, operated by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers in cooperation with the Meeting of the Rivers Foundation, is open seven days a week from 9:00 AM to 5:00 PM with public lock and dam tours at 10:00, 1:00, and 3:00. The museum is located on River Heritage Parkway (IL-143) two miles south of the Clark Bridge adjacent to Melvin Price Locks and Dam.
