







 

Interview Opportunity with Mississippi River Commission Leadership, August 18

St. Louis, August 9, 2006 – Mississippi River Commission leadership will be available to meet with journalists prior to the Low Water Inspection Trip public meeting at Melvin Price Locks and Dam in Alton, Ill., Friday, August 18 at 9 a.m.

Brig. Gen. Crear has been the Commission’s president since assuming command of the Mississippi Valley Division (MVD) on June 23, 2004.  As MVD commander, Crear is responsible for a $5.3 billion civil works program.  The division’s boundaries extend from the Canadian border to the Gulf of Mexico, including portions of 12 states and encompassing 370,000 square miles.


The MRC, established in 1879, is composed of seven members, each nominated by the President of the United States and confirmed by the Senate. Three of the organization's members are officers of the Corps of Engineers; one member is from the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration; and three members are civilians, two of whom are civil engineers.

 

The public meeting in Alton is one of seven being hosted by the MRC aboard its flagship, Motor Vessel Mississippi.  Meetings are being held in each of the division’s six districts – St. Paul, Rock Island, St. Louis, Memphis, Vicksburg and New Orleans.  The meetings, which are unique to the Mississippi River Commission and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, give stakeholders interested in the valley an opportunity to voice their desires and concerns regarding the Mississippi River watershed.
