APPLICANT: I1l1linois Department of Transportation, Division of Highways,
District 8, 1102 Eastport Plaza Drive, Collinsville, 1llinois 62234

LOCATION: The project is located on Illinois Route 13/157 over Canal #1
Extension and Harding Ditch in St. Clair County, Illinois. More
specifically it is located on the French Village USGS quadrangle map,
latitude 38:33:41.5424, longitude -90:06:11.8920.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The overall project consists of removal of the
existing six-span bridge carrying Route 13/157 over Canal #1 Extension.

The bridge will be replaced with a 12” x 10” box culvert. An emergent
wetland measuring approximately 1.4 acres will be impacted for this
activity. Additionally the superstructure crossing Harding Ditch will be
replaced with a 118” bridge. No wetlands or jurisdictional water bodies
will be impacted by this activity. The applicant will mitigate unavoidable
wetland losses at a 2:1 ratio at an off-site, in-basin location.

AUTHORITY: This permit will be issued or denied under the following:
Section 404 of the Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C. 1344), for discharge of
dredged or fill material into waters of the United States.

WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION: This public notice also provides documentation
to the 1l1linois Environmental Protection Agency (1EPA) for water quality
certification, or waiver thereof, for the proposed activity iIn accordance
with Section 401 of the Clean Water Act. Certification or waiver indicates
that 1EPA believes the activity will not violate applicable water quality
standards. The review by the IEPA i1s conducted in accordance with the
I1linois water quality standards under 35 Illinois Administrative Code
Subtitle C. The water quality standards provide for the IEPA to review
individual projects by providing an antidegradation assessment, which
includes an evaluation of alternatives to any proposed increase iIn
pollutant loading that may result from this activity. The “Fact Sheet”
containing the antidegradation assessment for this proposed project may be
found on the IEPA’s web site, at www.epa.state.il._us/public-notices/.

SECTION 404 (b)(1) EVALUATION: The mimpact of the activity on the public
interest will be evaluated iIn accordance with the Environmental Protection
Agency guidelines pursuant to Section 404 (b)(1) of the Clean Water Act.

PUBLIC HEARING: Any person may request, In writing, within the comment
period specified in this notice, that a public hearing be held to consider
this application. Request for public hearings shall state, with
particularity, the reasons for holding the public hearing.




ENDANGERED SPECIES: A preliminary determination, in compliance with the
Endangered Species Act, as amended, has been made that these proposed
activities would not affect species designated as threatened or endangered,
or adversely affect critical habitat. Therefore, no formal consultation
request has been made to the United States Department of Interior, Fish and
Wildlife Service. 1In order to complete our evaluation, comments are
solicited by this public notice from the Fish and Wildlife Service and
other iInterested agencies and individuals.

CULTURAL RESOURCES: The St. Louis District will evaluate information
provided by the State Historic Preservation Officer and the public in
response to this public notice and we may conduct, or require a
reconnaissance survey of the project area.

EVALUATION: The decision whether to issue a permit will be based on an
evaluation of the probable impact including cumulative impacts of the
described activity on the public interest. That decision will reflect the
national concern for both protection and utilization of important
resources. The benefit which may reasonably be expected to accrue from the
described activity must be balanced against i1ts reasonably foreseeable
detriments. All factors, which may be relevant to the described activity
will be considered including the cumulative effects thereof; among those
are conservation, economics, aesthetics, general environmental concerns,
wetlands, historic properties, fish and wildlife values, flood hazards,
flood plain values, land use, navigation, shoreline erosion, and accretion,
recreation, water supply and conservation, water quality, energy needs,
safety, food and fiber production, mineral needs, consideration of property
ownership and, In general, the needs and welfare of the people.

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers is soliciting comments from the public;
Federal, state, and local agencies and officials; Indian Tribes; and other
interested parties in order to consider and evaluate the impacts of these
proposed activities. Any comments received will be considered by the U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers to determine whether to issue, modify, condition or
deny a permit for this proposal. To make this decision, comments are used
to assess iImpacts on endangered species, historic properties, water
quality, general environmental effects, and other public interest factors
listed above. Comments are used in the preparation of an Environmental
Assessment and/or an Environmental Impact Statement pursuant to the
National Environmental Policy Act. Comments are also used to determine the
need for a public hearing and to determine the overall public interest of
the proposed activity.
