LOCATION: The project area consists of approximately 19 acres located in the northeast % of
Section 06, Township 01 North, Range 09 West, St. Clair County, lllinois. Within the City of Sauget,
the project site is bounded by I-255 to the north and Mousette Lane along the southern boundary
(Attachment 1).

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The proposed project is a commercial retail and office development
including construction of associated roadways, parking lots, and infrastructure. Project activities will
result in impacts to 650 linear feet of unnamed perennial canal and 1.54 acres of abutting emergent
wetland that are considered jurisdictional waters of the United States. The onsite unnamed canal is
man-made and a direct tributary to Goose Lake Canal (Attachment 2). The receiving waterway,
Goose Lake Canal, flows to Harding Ditch and then to Cahokia Canal which is a primary tributary to
the Mississippi River - a navigable water of the United States. Approximately 6.65 miles of perennial
drainage canals separate the project site from the Mississippi River.




The onsite canal is approximately 12 feet wide and supports a straight continuous flow pattern.
Existing vegetation associated with the canal consists of a mix of cool season grasses and water
tolerant fallow weeds. Ground cover along the canal achieves nearly 100 percent. Because of past
land disturbance and on-going mowing and maintenance, the canal is devoid of a riparian corridor,

Directly abutting the unnamed drainage canal, 2.98 acres of emergent wetland exists on the site.
This wetland is a shallow low-lying depressional feature that captures surface runoff from |-255 and
receives water conveyance from the canal. The abutting wetland feature and canal are connected by
a pipe that facilitates a hydrologic flow between the two water features. Vegetation such as sedges
and smartweed dominate the wetland. Additional wetland characteristics include inundation, water-
stained |leaves, and hydric soils.

Grading and filling associated with site development will impact 1.54 acres of the existing 2.98 acres
of emergent wetland. Additionally, 650 linear feet of the perennial canal will be filled and rerouted
north of its existing location adjacent to the section of the emergent wetland that will be avoided. To
mimimize and avoid impacts to waters of the United States on the project site, the applicant has
considered and evaluated several alternatives. However, due to the central location of the emergent
wetland and drainage canal, the applicant cannot practicably avoid impacts and each alternative
would result in similar effects to waters of the United States.

The applicant has proposed a mitigation plan designed to compensate for anticipated spatial and
temporal loss of stream and wetland functions. This plan includes the following elerments:
construction of a new canal on the site designed to enhance flow patterns and compensate for the
original loss of canal (Attachment 3), construction of new emergent wetland adjacent to the
unimpacted portion of the existing wetland (Attachment 3), and preservation of ecologically sensitive
deepwater and emergent wetland habitat located within the same sub-watershed (Attachment 1).
Proposed mitigation will provide 1,080 linear feet of new canal onsite, replacement of 1.32 acres of
emergent wetland onsite, and preservation of 4 acres of wetland and deepwater habitat located on
the northwest side of I-255, approximately 1,555 feet from the site.

AUTHORITY: This permit will be processed under Section 404 of the Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C.
1344).

WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION: This public notice also provides documentation to the lllinois
Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA) for water quality certification, or waiver thereof, for the
proposed activity in accordance with Section 401 of the Clean Water Act. Certification or waiver
indicates that IEPA believes the activity will not violate applicable water quality standards. The review
by the IEPA is conducted in accordance with the lllinois water quality standards under 35 lllinois
Administrative Code Subtitle C. The water quality standards provide for the |[EPA to review individual
projects by providing an antidegradation assessment, which includes an evaluation of alternatives to
any proposed increase in pollutant loading that may result from this activity. The “Fact Sheet”
containing the antidegradation assessment for this proposed project may be found on the IEPA’s web
site, at www.epa.state.il.us/public-notices/. In the event that the IEPA is unable to publish the “Fact

SECTION 404 (b)(1) EVALUATION: The impact of the activity on the public interest will be evaluated
in accordance with the Environmental Protection Agency guidelines pursuant to Section 404 (b)(1} of
the Clean Water Act.

PUBLIC HEARING: Any person may request, in writing, within the comment period specified in this
notice, that a public hearing be held to consider the applicant’s proposal. Any request for a public
hearing shall state, with particularity, the reason for the hearing, and must be based on issues that
would warrant additional public review.

ENDANGERED SPECIES: A preliminary determination, in compliance with the Endangered Species
Act, as amended, has been made that the work that is proposed would not affect species designated
as threatened or endangered, or adversely affect critical habitat. Therefore, no formal consultation
request has been made to the United States Department of Interior, Fish and Wildlife Service. In
order to complete our evaluation, comments are solicited from the Fish and Wildlife Service and other
interested agencies and individuals through this Public Notice.

CULTURAL RESOURCES: The St. Louis District will evaluate information provided by the State
Historic Preservation Qfficer and the public in response to this public notice and we may require a
reconnaissance survey of the project area.

EVALUATION: The decision whether to issue a permit will be based on an evaluation of the probable
impact including cumulative impacts of the described activity on the public interest. That decision will
reflect the national concern for both protection and utilization of important resources. The benefit that
may reasonably be expected to accrue from the described activity must be balanced against its
reasonably foreseeable detriments. All factors, which may be relevant to the activity described, will
be considered including the cumulative effects. Among factors considered are: conservation;
economics; aesthetics; general environmental concerns; wetlands; historic properties; fish and wildlife
values: flood hazards; flood plain values; land use; navigation; shoreline erosion and accretion;
recreation; water supply and conservation; water quality; energy needs; safety; food and fiber
production; mineral needs; consideration of property ownership; and in general the needs and welfare
of the people.

SOLICITATION OF COMMENTS: The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers is soliciting comments from the
public; Federal, state, and local agencies and officials; Indian Tribes; and other interested parties in
order to consider and evaluate the impacts of the proposed activity. Any comments received will be
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considered by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers to determine whether to issue, modify, condition or
deny a permit for this proposal. To make this decision, comments are used to assess impacts on
endangered species, historic properties, water quality, general environmental effects, and other public
interest factors listed above. Comments are used in the preparation of an Environmental Assessment
and/or an Environmental Impact Statement pursuant to the National Environmental Policy Act.
Comments are also used to determine the need for a public hearing and to determine the overall
public interest of the proposed activity.
