Contractor Diving Submissions
Section 30 of EM 385-1-1 requires that certain documents be submitted prior to a dive.

These documents must be found acceptable by the DDC prior to the commencement of diving operations:

• Contractor’s Safe Practices Manual

• Dive Operations Plan

• AHA

• Emergency Management Plan

• Dive personnel qualifications

The contractor must provide current certifications for all divers, to include

emergency oxygen training certificates, CPR certifications and a current medical

clearance from a physician.  Equipment certifications must include a current air quality

test for all compressors.

All contractor diving submissions shall be received by the DDC at least 7 days in advance of the start of the diving operations.  Exceptions can be made in emergency situations.  Only the DDC, or in his absence, the DSR, may accept Dive Operations Plans

In addition, the following apply:
· Dive operations will be conducted with surface-supplied air (SSA).

· SSA helmets must be of the demand valve type.

· Each diver must have a reserve breathing supply (“bail-out bottle”)

that can be turned on immediately by the diver and shall contain

no less than 30 cubic feet of air.

· All members of the team must have at least 1 year of commercial experience in the applicable position.
