RM 254.4 - CHANNEL CONDITION / AIDS TO NAVIGATION
Shoaling has been reported in the vicinity of Mile 254.4, LDB. Three 
can buoys have been reported missing in the vicinity of Mile 254.4. 
Mariners are urged to exercise caution in the area.

RM 196.5 - DIVE OPERATIONS
Continuing until approx. 10/15/18, from sunrise to 
6:00 pm, each day, dive operations will be 
conducted in the vicinity of RM 196.5, LDB.  The 
contractors dive platform will be a 24-ft Sea Ark 
and will display diving flags.  The dive platform will 
monitor VHF-FM Ch 13 or 16.  Mariners are urged 
to exercise caution in the area. 

RM 179.2 - BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION  
Poplar Street Bridge; A safespan is installed 
following the contours of the bridge. The platform 
will extend approximately 3 feet below low steel of 
the bridge. At various times, work barges will be 
spud down on the backside of both left and right 
descending main navigation piers. Barges will 
remain in place overnight and be properly lit.

RM 300-0 CONSTRUCTION
A USACE contractor will be working on dikes & 
revetments between RMs 300-0 until further 
notice. Mariners are asked to transit any 
construction areas at their slowest safe speed. 
The IENC has been updated with caution areas 
where construction may occur in the future.

RM 200.5, MEL PRICE L&D, SAFETY 
ADVISORY
The mandated helper boat is no longer required 
with the following restrictions:

A. Any boat wishing to transit down bound through 
either Mel Price Locks must discuss their transit 
plan with the industry representative in the L&D 
control house.  If there are concerns with the 
wheelman's familiarity with the lock, the 
representative may discuss the wheelman's 
qualifications further with that company's Port 
Captain and potentially require a daytime transit, a 
different pilot or use of a helper boat.

B. Until further notice, no down bound transits will 
occur unless there is an experienced industry 
representative, designated by RIAC, in the control 
house with required communications with the 
down bound tows.

C. All navigation interest should be alert for, and 
abide by, any special instructions that may be 
issued by the lockmaster.
