Historic aerial imagery and USGS topographic maps were reviewed of the site.
AJD Review Area 1, to the north of Highway Y contains a small farm/stock pond that from a review of historical resources appears to have been constructed in uplands. AJD Review Area 2, which is bordered to the north by Highway Y was farmed for numerous years and presence of wetlands were not noted. There is no historic presence of any stream or wetland features in the areas of these resources and features appear to be constructed in uplands, draining only uplands.  These features were documented thoroughly in the Wetland Delineation Report and in the context of the office resource reviewed were found to be aquatic resource features that were clarified in 1986 regulation preamble as being features not meeting the definition of waters of the U.S. ADJ Review Area 3, the wetland area is along a roadside ditch, south of Highway Y.  Although wetland conditions exist in the drainage swale the area is shown in many resources as uplands, draining only uplands. Therefore this drainage ditch would not be considered to meet the definition of WOTUS.
