APPLICANT: Mr.PeteTully, Polestar Marina, 6171 Highway V, St. Charles, Missouri 63301.

LOCATION: The activitysite is locatedat 6171 HighwayV, along the right descending bank of the Mississippi River, at
approximate river mile 221.8, in St. Charles County, Missouri. (See Attached Location Map).

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The applicant requests reauthorization to continue periodic maintenance excavation of up to
5,000 cubic yards of accumulated riversediment from within the existing Polestar Marina basin. A backhoe or long reach
trackhoe would be used to excavate the marina entrance, beneath docks, fairways and the vessel lift well. The excavated
materialwould be placed in a barge andtransportedto an existing Corps of Engineers channel maintenance dredge
disposal area along the downstreamright descending bank of Island 521, which is located near Mississippi River Mile
221.7. The marinais surrounded by mature wetlandtree species and herbaceous wetland vegetation. Openriver disposal
is sought to minimize wetland impacts and to returnthe sediment back to its origin. The project purpose is to maintain
original marina depths to allow pleasure craft to safely navigate and utilize the marina. Department of the Army permit P-
2741 previously authorized the identically requested activities for 10 years on March 6, 2010,

AUTHORITY: This permitwill be processed under the provisions of Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899 (33
U.5.C. 403) and Section 404 of the Clean WaterAct(33 US.C. 1344).






WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION: Section 401 of the Clean Water Act (33 USC 1341) requires thatall discharges of
dredged or fill material must be certified by the appropriate state agency as complying with applicable effluent limitations
and water quality standards. The project plans will be submittedto the Missouri Department of Natural Resources, Water
Protection Program (the Agency)in accordance with Section 401. While the Corps of Engineers may provide all relevant
information to DNR and request Section 401 review on behalf of the applicant, the applicant assumes final responsibility
to ensure that both agencies receive allinformation required to complete theirindependent review. If issued,
Certificationwill express the Agency's opinion that the proposed activitieswill not violate applicable water quality
standards. Written comments concerning possible impactsto waters of Missouri should be addressed to; Water
Protection Program, P.O. Box 176, Jefferson City, Missouri 65102-0176, with a copy provided to the Corps of Engineers.

SECTION 404 (b){1) EVALUATION: The impact of the activity on the public interest will be evaluated in accordance with the
Missouri Department of Natural Resources, Water Pollution Control Program guidelines and the Illinois Environmental
Protection Agency’s guidelines pursuant toSection 404 (b)(1) of the Clean Water Act.

PUBLIC HEARING: Any person may request, in writing, within the comment period specified in this notice, that a public
hearing be held to consider this application. Request for public hearingsshall state, with particularity, the reasonsfor
holding the public hearing.

ENDANGERED SPECIES: The proposed project is within range of the endangered Indiana bat (Myotis sodalis), Gray Bat
{Myotis grisescens), Pallid Sturgeon {Scaphirhynchus albus), Higgins Eye {Lampsilis higginsii), running buffalo clover
(Trifoliumstolonifereum) and the threatened Northern long-eared bat (Myotis septentrionalis) and decurrentfalse aster
(Boltonia decurrens). A preliminary determinationin compliance with the Endangered Species Act as amended has been
made thatthe proposed marina excavation, with no vegetation clearing requirementsand associated open river disposal
atan existing Corps of Engineers channel maintenance dredge disposal site, is not likely to adversely affect species
designated as threatened orendangered, or adversely affect critical habitat. To complete our evaluation, comments are
hereby solicited from the U S. Fish and Wildlife Service and otherinterested agencies and individuals.

CULTURAL RESOQURCES: The St. Louis District will evaluate information provided by the State Historic Preservation Officer
and the public in response to this public notice and we may conduct or require a reconnaissance survey of the project
area.The Corps will continue to coordinate with SHPO and Native American Tribes as appropriate.

EVALUATION: The decisionwhether to issue a permit will be based on an evaluation of the probable impactincluding
cumulative impacts of the described activity on the public interest. That decision will reflect the national concern for both
protection and utilization of important resources. The benefit that may reasonably be expectedto accrue from the
described activity must be balanced against its reasonably foreseeable detriments. Allfactors, which may be relevantto
the activity described, willbe considered including the cumulative effects. Among factorsconsidered are: conservation;
economics; aesthetics; general environmental concerns; wetlands; historic properties; fish and wildlife values; flood
hazards; flood plain values; land use; navigation; shoreline erosion and accretion; recreation; water supply and
conservation; water quality; energy needs; safety; food and fiber production; mineral needs; consideration of property
ownership; and in general the needs and welfare of the people. Many of the concerns listed above including Air Quality
arereviewed, evaluated, and permitted by the Missouri Department of Natural Resources through the State Land
Reclamation Permitting Process.

SOLICITATION OF COMMENTS: The U.S.Army Corps of Engineersis soliciting comments from the public; Federal, state,
and local agencies and officials; Indian Tribes; and otherinterested parties in orderto consider and evaluate the impacts
of the proposed activity. Any comments received will be considered by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers to determine
whetherto issue, modify, condition or deny a permit for this proposal. To make this decision, comments are used to
assess impacts on endangered species, historic properties, water quality, general environmental effects, and other public







interestfactors listed above. Comments are used in the preparation of an Environmental Assessment and/ar an
Environmental Impact Statement pursuant to the National Environmental Policy Act. Comments are also used to
determine the needfor a public hearing and to determine the overall public interest of the proposed activity.
